answer="no" 

while answer=="no": 

    answer = input("Are we there ?") 

print("Yes We are there")

while guess!=5:

    guess = int(g) 
    if guess==5: 
        print("You Win") 
    else: 
        if guess>5: 
            print("Too High") 
        else 
            print("Too Low") 
print("Game Over")

          secret = randint(1,10) 

 

The secret variable will be set to a random number 
between 1 and 10.

from random import randint 
secret = randint(5,15) 
guess=0 
while guess!=secret: 
    g=input("Guess the Number :") 
    guess=int(g) 
    if(guess==secret): 
        print("You Won") 
    else: 
        if guess>secret: 
            print("Too High") 
        else: 
            print("Too Low") 
print("Game Over")
